2. Open the Tour Pak and remove Works with stock bulbs and LEDs
the liner if installed.

3. On the hinge (left) side of the tour pak, ase
pair of scissors to slit the black plastic sheht t
covers the wires to the light bulb holder.

4. Cut the brake light wire (red with yellow stig
three or four inches from the light bulb holder.

5. Insulate the end of the brake light wire comi
from the stock wiring harness with a small piect
shrink tube or electrical tape.

6. Trim Y2 to % inch of insulation from the brake
light wire coming from the bulb holder.
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7. Connect the orange wire coming from the

Turnz™" module to the brake light wire coming
from the bulb holder. Solder the connection and
insulate with a piece of shrink tubing or make the
connection with a insulated crimp type butt joint.

8. Disconnect the tour pak wiring harness from
the connector where it enters the tour pak.




9. Remove the seat and disconnect the main wivamgess from the rear fender wiring harness.

10. Plug the TurnZ Interface Cable assembly
between the main wiring harness and the rear

fender wiring harness. Be sure the Ternz'

connector cable assembly is conne@dOl’ to
any load equalizers or run/turn/brake controllers.

11. Route the two wire cable into the tour pak.
through the grommet on the lower left (hinge) side

12. Connect the three pin plug from the bike's
wiring harness into the three pin socket of the

TurnzTM module's cable.

13. Plug the two wire cable plug into the two pin

socket of theTurnzTM module's cable in the tour
pak.

14. Connect the three pin plug from fernz
module's cable into the three pin socket of theksto
tour pak wiring harness.

Test your installation, then reinstall the seat and

tour pak liner. Thats it, your done.
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
